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Gandhigiri — a philosophy for our times

The term Gandhigiri’ is used in the context of an unjust world, where change generally
necessitates the use of force. It emphasises that while Gandbagi ®r action in the face of
oppression, it was not through the use of force. It was also not passitemplation or

individual salvation, but peaceful resistance.

News reports indicate that some descendants of Mohdtal@amchand Gandhi have objected
to the term Gandhigiri coined by the makers of the re®&witywood film Lage Raho
Munnabhai Gandhi belongs to all those who live and work in histsfhe greatness of the
Mahatma's legacy is that it plademmaabove kinship. So we need not worry too much about
what his own kin think, though they have as much riglatrgsof us to express their views and
we should respond to them appropriately even if we disagitbehem, as | do.

As | see it, Gandhism is a much broader ideology, saspects of which | would not rush to
espouse. But Gandhigiri, as expounded by Munnabhai, touchesrthef Gandhism. It sends
my blood racing. Let me try and explain why. The ternmdbegiri derives from its opposite
number ‘dadagiri.’ Dadagiri means the use of brutal, phiy$orae to assert one's point of
view or to get what one wants done. In one sense Ggindioes the same. It is also about the
use of force to assert a point of view. But it is theagtp of dadagiri in the sense that the
force it uses is a moral force. | seek to prevail upenctiher person through the use of moral
force, so that the other is convinced about my point of @ieevagrees to change his course of
action. The term Gandhigiri is used in the contexarotinjust world, where change generally
necessitates the use of force.

But Gandhigiri's use of force speaks obrapletely new kind of politics for
our time. It poses a radical challenge to the langaageidiom of the many movements for
social change, whether Marxist or feminist or those opgosacist, casteist, ethnic, religious
or imperialist oppression. Gandhigiri insists thabum fight we must not remain imprisoned
in the "victim" mode. Those suffering injustice are not ptately constituted by their
affliction. Their identity is beyond that constted for them by their oppressor. But the

dehumanising experience of pain and the utter obduracyewofgblrsecutor appear to push
them, with an apparent historical inevitability, into tlaaguage of the tormentor. This
creates the danger of an infinite regress of violencecandter-violence, as is evidenced in
so many parts of the world today, such as the Middle. Ezandhigiri affirms that those
suffering have an existence that transcends theimugdtion. If they are to genuinely work
for liberation, they need to espouse a truly transfaomal language. This is very difficult
as Gandhi says repeatedly in the film. It requires dibte internal strength that is not easy
to muster or demand. But Gandhigiri involves speaking tather not in the language of
contemptuous anger and hate but of forgiveness, compaas humility.

Most ideologies of the oppressed contain the dangerhbgtviill only end up reinforcing
the divisions they sought to fight against. History et with such examples.

So much work in the name of the oppressed has only endedinfprecing divisiveness.
Gandhigiri says we must oppose the oppressors. But itthddg we want real change that
unites rather than divides, we need to find a new wappmse those we must. We need to
spell out a common basis for those who are on opposite gday to ultimately agree to
work upon. That way outlined again and again by the many proahdtsmessengers (who
were all social revolutionaries of their own era$ ha be founded on an understanding of the
possibility that we may even be wrong, that we need tp kegrning, that we must keep
trying to reach out to the other with openness and love. @dth is, therefore, one of

ceaseless creativity and imagination, continuous sei¢alrre-examination.

Always admitting the possibility that one may notthe final and exclusive repository of
‘the Truth’ means that Gandhigiri is also about the cip#o laugh at oneself, a corrective
to what Jean Paul Sartre once called the "spirienbgsness” that afflicts most of us social
activists. It makes for an altogether lighter footprinttbis earth. That is the abiding image
Munnabhai leaves us with — of thekiri of Kabir.

In this way, Gandhigiri sets completely new standafdsccountability. The gaze has to be
first turned inwards. The highest standards have s&ebfor our own selves. The one who

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seeks to change the world must begin the process witrelihesself. The fight has to be
truly internal, to exterminate the hate within. A lotpafor preparation is required. It takes
time, it takes a lot o$abr (fortitude), in the face of the most violent, reles provocation.
For those of us who work for change at the grassroottha remote hinterlands of this
country, the path is an intensely difficult one. Bvaay we fail. But every day we rededicate

ourselves to it. We have no choice really. Anything @eleald be destructive, suicidal.

A natural question could be — does Gandhigiri work in thetext of terrorism? It would be
useful here to remember that ultimately all acts ofote(whether state-sponsored or of
sundry groups) derive their legitimacy from a moral basiserceived injustice. The battle is
fundamentally an ethical one. Once the moral for@siablished, once the wounds heal, the
power of the gun will gradually diminish. This should notsken as appeasement, for it is a
path we must be committed to quite irrespective of thierist.

Being against division does not mean an obliteration déréifces. It means precisely the
opposite, in fact. We celebrate difference. As Gandhiidihis multi-faith prayer meetings.
As Swami Vivekananda did when he proclaimed that the bbd@kod is ever being written.
Our path must speak of a mutual respect for all beings ahd.dut the respect has to be
mutual. The way Munnabhai advises Lucky Singh's daughter to sésher in the dramatic
climax of the film, is a powerful evocation of theremon message of all spiritual traditions
— in the words of the veteran Gandhian Satish Kumar¥Yeu"are, therefore, | am." An
affirmation of the inextricable interconnectednesalbbeings that the Buddha so powerfully
explains. Recognition of this interconnectedness neaessitn giving up of the vocabulary
and grammar of non-negotiable opposition. The Lithuanialmiidic Emmanuel Levinas
(whose centennial is being celebrated this year) would darass to say that an ethics of

transcendence must affirm the primacy of the other.

Right from childhood, when we begin to grapple with therlié® challenges, there is a
Gandhi hidden in all of us — that seeks to undertake satyagtdha very first opportunity.
Slowly, the ideologies of self-centred individualisndatie harsh realities of a cut-throat

world, of go-getting consumerism and competition subdue thd&shoral sensibilities. It is
